Governor Appoints New FWP Commissioners
Replacing Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks Commissioners John Brendan of Scobey and Tim Mulligan of Whitehall whose terms expired, Governor Brian Schweitzer appointed a Malta rancher and a Livingston fly-fishing outfitter and travel business co-owner to the five-member commission.

  The appointment of Malta rancher and Montana Cattlemen’s Association District Director Willie Doll will fill the requirement for a commission member with experience in breeding and management of domestic livestock, a role previously held by Commissioner Shane Colton of Billings. While commissioner Colton retains his seat in FWP Commission District 5, southeastern Montana, Doll fills the seat in northeastern Montana FWP Commission District 4 replacing Brendan. 

  Doll and his wife Cheri owns and operates their 27,000 acre Doll Ranch and farm in southern Phillips County. Willie is a member of the Malta Area Chamber of Commerce, and an avid outdoorsman with an active interest in streamside management and waterfowl-wetland production areas.

  Dan Vermillion of Livingston succeeds long-time Whitehall commissioner Tim Mulligan representing FWP Commission District 2, southwestern Montana. Mulligan was first appointed by Gov. Marc Racicot to complete the term of the late Dale Tash. Tim was reappointed by Gov. Judy Martz in 2003. 

  Vermillion is an avid fisherman with a bachelor’s degree from The American University and his juris doctorate (law) from the University of Montana who owns the fishing services Vermillion Ranch and Harrison Homestead Lodge. In addition to lodging for fishing clients the Lodge is host to the Fly-Fishing School for Women. Dan is the vice president and co-owner of the Livingston based Sweetwater Travel Company.
