Phil Tawney Hunters Conservation Endowment Awards First Scholarships and Grants

  Two university students and three non-profit projects are the first recipients of scholarships and grants totaling $7,000 from the Phil Tawney Hunters Conservation Endowment.  The endowment’s mission is to “educate and inform the general public about hunting ethics, fair chase, and values; to perpetuate the sport of the hunt through efforts to conserve habitat and wildlife; and to stimulate the recruitment, mentoring, and involvement of youth in hunting and conservation activities.”

  Winners were as diverse as Montana but all have the same desire to promote the future of conservation, and our hunting and angling heritage.  Scholarship winners both received $1,000 while the non-profit organizational grants for youth oriented projects ranged from $1,000 to $3,000.  Grant recipient programs cover the big “3” of outdoor activities in Montana including: a new Archery in Schools Program that introduces middle school kids to the sport of archery as part of their school curriculum; the Madison Wranglers’ 4-H shooting program starts youngsters out with air-rifles and shooting safety skills; and  the Yellowstone River Conservation and Fly Fishing Camp developed by Trout Unlimited that places up to 13 kids on the river for a week of habitat, water and fisheries education and of course a little time learning new skills of fly fishing.  Winners were presented their awards as part of MWF’s 70th Annual Conservation Awards Banquet.
